ENLU – European Network for the Promotion of Language Learning Among All Undergraduates

Project launched by the Conseil Européen pour les Langues / European Language Council (CEL/ELC) under the European Commission’s Call for Proposals DGEAC 45/03

2003-2006

There is broad agreement among the European Institutions, the Council of Europe, ministers in charge of higher education, the European University Association and student organisations that high levels of proficiency in a number of foreign languages are essential aspects of a European graduate’s employability, citizenship and personal development and that individual multilingualism is a precondition for the realisation of the European dimension of higher education.

Since its launch in 1997, the CEL/ELC has vigorously sought to promote language learning among students of all disciplines – through Thematic Network projects, through European development projects and through policy initiatives. The ENLU project, which is closely linked to the European Commission’s Action Plan Promoting Language Learning and Linguistic Diversity (2004-2006), is the culmination of the CEL/ELC’s manifold efforts in this respect and should be seen as the CEL/ELC’s contribution to the Bologna and Lisbon processes. 

In spite of encouraging developments in individual institutions, the current state of affairs in a majority of European countries remains unsatisfactory – and this both in terms of the percentage of undergraduates learning languages and the range of languages on offer. The overarching aim of the ENLU project is the creation of a more permanent Europe-wide network of universities and other pertinent bodies, set to achieve a breakthrough on a broad front: HELP - Higher Education Language Policy and Programmes. HELP will, among other things, seek to attract and involve both university leaders and experts in charge of the development and implementation of languages-for-all programmes and provision.

In preparation of the launch of the new network, the ENLU project has sought to obtain a clearer picture of the status quo in terms of student numbers and languages learnt, and to identify and describe examples of promising practice that demonstrate what higher education institutions can do in order to boost language learning among their undergraduates. Three areas were singled out for specific attention:

· development and implementation of university language policies

· distance education and e-learning

· teaching through the medium of a foreign language

The HELP network will be launched at a major European conference to be held in Nancy on 31 March -1 April 2006. The conference will see the unveiling of an action plan setting out concrete measures, such as the creation of a consultancy service and the launch of targeted European projects.

The ENLU project has some 60 partners. The HELP network is expected to be a much larger body. In the past few months, a substantial number of organisations and individuals have come forward and expressed interest in the aims and activities of the ENLU project. It has, therefore, been decided to issue a Call for Expressions of Interest, allowing organisations and individuals to signal their commitment to the vision underlying the ENLU project, to indicate their interest in the project’s activities and to make sure they will receive information, on a regular basis, about the project’s activities and interim results.
