By bus and rail: From station “Friedrichstraf3e” with city train
S1 (direction “Wannsee”) until “Lichterfelde West”. From there
either walk about 15 min or take the bus No. 111 in direction of
“U Alt Mariendorf” for three stops until “Karwendelstrasse”.
From there it takes about a max of 5 min to the hotel.

How to get to From the hotel you can walk to the bus stop

conference location “Karwendelstrasse* of the bus No. 111. Take the bus in
direction of “Dahlem, Am Waldfriedhof” for six stops until
“Hittorfstrassse” or eight stops until “FU/Henry-Ford-Bau”
(depending on exact location of the conference segments, see
upcoming email or website). From there, within less than a 5
minute walk, guided by signs, you will reach the conference
location. It takes about 20 min to the conference venue.

By bus and rail: from station “FriedrichstralRe” with city train S1
(direction “Wannsee™) until stop “Mexicoplatz”, from here you
can walk to the hotel (about 2 minutes). Alternatively from
station “Zoo” with subway line U9 (direction “Rathaus Steglitz”)
until station “Spichernstraf3e” then change to subway line Ul
(direction “Krumme Lanke”) until the final stop “Krumme
Lanke”. From there it is about 10 minutes to walk.

How to get to From the hotel you can walk to the subway station “Krumme
conference location Lanke” within 10 minutes. The third stop is “Thielplatz”. From
there, within a 5 minute walk, guided by signs, you will reach
the conference location.

From the hotel you can walk to the subway station
“Heidelberger Platz” within a few minutes. Take subway line Ul
(direction “Krumme Lanke” until the stop “Thielplatz”. From
there, within a 5 minute walk, guided by signs, you will reach
the conference location. The conference center can be reached
within 20 minutes.

(subway and city trains” is in walking distance to the hostel.

How to get to Take subway line U2 from the hostel (direction “Ruhleben™)
conference location until stop “Wittenbergplatz”. There, connect to subway line Ul
(direction “Krumme Lanke”) until the stop “Thielplatz”. From
there, within a 5 minute walk, guided by signs, you will reach
the conference location. All in all, it will take you about 45
minutes from the hostel to the conference location.
